2.4 PRODUCT FUNCTION

Please open the smart device's
Bluetooth searching function and select the device"Tellur-
Buddy”, no password is required, after successful pairing, a
tone “Connected” will be heard, LED indicator light turns to
blue.

* Re-pairing: Turn off the attached smart device's Blue-
tooth function, a tone “Disconnected” will be heard, the last
connected device cannot be searched within 3 seconds, the
headset will enter into re-pairing mode automatically.
